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Several family members of Justice Rogers attended
the lecture; several of whom travelled from overseas
to attend.

Mr Cowdrey made a strong argument for the
introduction of a charter of rights to a capacity
crowd; his case for which was interrupted only by
the ringing of the dinner bell outside the windows of
the chapel followed by a cry of freshers which
carried loudly to the chapel on which the
unbidden thought arose to at least one listener that
perhaps the substance of Mr Cowdrey's analysis
could be tested by taking his case to a logical
extremity.

If you suppose a charter of rights applied to
everyone, it must then also apply to freshers and at
that point the argument for a universal charter or bill
of rights irretrievably breaks down.

James Gribble & The Puffin Magic

On 1 November 2008 James Gribble (fr 97) had a
freak accident while travelling in Africa after
concluding a seven-year stint working in the U.K. It
resulted in severe spinal damage, leaving him a
quadriplegic.

The accident happened when James was on an island
on the Zambezi River in Zambia preparing to go
fishing later that day. Following a morning run
James fainted while sitting on a stool, falling
backwards and landing on his head on hard sand.

The result was catastrophic. James broke his C4 and
C5 vertebrae and suffered severe bruising to his
spinal cord.

James was left with voluntary movement only above
his  shoulder. Due to the remoteness and
inaccessibility of the location, it was 30 hours before
James reached fully qualified medical care. This
delay worsened his condition by causing fluid to
collect in his lungs, leading to respiratory and other
complications.

James was airlifted to hospital in Johannesburg.
After five weeks in intensive care he was considered
stable enough to fly back to Australia.

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James spent a short time in the Royal North Shore
Hospital Spinal Unit before being transferred to the
Moorong Unit of the Royal Rehabilitation Centre in
Ryde, Sydney for intensive rehabilitation. After 6
months James transferred to his family home that
has been modi fied t o
wheelchair and his treatment requirements.

James*® has been receiv
constantly since returning to Australia pausing his
full-time rehabilitation schedule only when he
suffered an illness or medical setback along the way.

The focus of James' treatment is intensive
physiotherapy,  hydrotherapy, @ massage and
stretching, in the hope of restoring as much

neurological and mechanical function as possible.
His rehabilitation program continues and James and
his family are looking closely at where the treatment
facilities are around the world that may give him the
best shot at a full recovery.

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Through sheer determination and tireless hard work
on the part of James and his family, James has
already made significant improvements in
functionality and sensitivity. His attitude and
dedication are inspirational and he has become a
beacon to others around him embarking upon a
similar journey. He has made outstanding progress
to date much to the surprise of his medial team.

Those who have had any involvement with James at
College will know what an incredibly inspiring, fun
and positive person he is. James was an enthusiastic
contributor to College over his three years in
residency from 1997-1999. A skilled sportsman he
represented College in Rawson cup basketball and
soccer. Perhaps best know for his domination of
College golf, 5pm tip football and the annual fishing
trip.

A trust has been established with the goal of
supporting James throughout his rehabilitation.
Though the cost of rehabilitation is subsidised by the
government to a limited extent, there remains a
substantial cost for treatment and rehabilitation
equipment. As James was living in the U.K. prior to
his accident, he was not covered by private health
insurance. The trust, the Puffin Magic Foundation
(PMF), was founded earlier this year and also served
a source of updates on

The PMF objective is to fund rehabilitation services
and equipment, and home modifications not covered
by existing support measures. There is also the need
to provide James with ongoing medical and carer
support. The PMF hopes that over and above
providing the services and equipment needed
immediately, it will be able to set aside a fund to

generate income for Ja
and care.
